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MUSICAL TOADSTOOLS
THE FAIRY SAYS…

“In the light of the moon with a soft breeze blowing through the trees and flowers, if you are very quiet and cautious, you may witness the fairies laughing and dancing in a small clearing. 
You may have seen the circles of toadstools they leave in the grass from their joyful dancing. 
The enchantment of fairy music and laughter is well known to draw little girls into the Fairy Ring, and if you should join in the merriment of the dancing by stepping into their ring - you may be led forever into the world of Fairies! 

Attempting to leave the Fairy Ring is difficult. The only way to escape is to not be standing on a toadstool when the music stops. 

Now we are going to play MUSICAL TOADSTOOLS…”

HOW TO PLAY
All the girls join hands in a circle and dance around from toadstool to toadstool as long as the fairy music is playing. 
When the music stops, the person left not standing on a toadstool has managed to escape the Fairy Ring. 
You MUST stand on a toadstool if you can. Only one person can stand on each toadstool.
At the end of the game the person standing on the last toadstool is a Fairy and will get a fairy crown and wand.
A FAIRY POEM 
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THE FAIRY GARDEN
When you step amongst the blooms, 
Beware, they're really fairy rooms 
And 'tho they only reach your knees 
To fairies buds are tall as trees 

Cleverly hidden near the ground
Tiny colonies can be found

Pass the Magic Parcel

Parcel is wrapped in 9 layers of different coloured paper. In between each layer is a CLUE. The Fairy tells the story of the cheeky pixie…

“When I was getting ready to come here to the Fairy Party, I was running a little bit late so I asked my friend Pete the Pixie to help me out by wrapping up the birthday girl’s present.

Do you know what that cheeky pixie did?? He wrapped it up in magic paper – and not just one piece of magic paper but LOTS!
It’s going to take a lot of fairy dust to fix the mess he has made so the birthday girl can get her present from me – can you fairies help me?
OK, we have to pass the present around the fairy ring until the magic music stops. The Fairy holding the parcel is the only one who can take off that piece of wrapping paper. 
Inside there will be instructions to help us unlock the next layer. We have to do exactly what the instructions tell us if we are going to get the birthday girl her present! ...”
Hidden Items may include:
1. Fairy Dust (under chair)

2. Pixie Kisses (mantelpiece)

3. Fairy Gold (behind curtain)

4. Pinky bars (behind door)

5. Butterfly Sunglasses (high windowsill)
6. Lipgloss wands (inside TV Cabinet)
7. Dance in circle

CLUE #1

Find a bottle of Fairy dust

It’s hiding under a chair

Take a tiny smidgeon out

And Sprinkle on everyone’s hair

CLUE #2

Somewhere on the mantelpiece
There hides some Pixie kisses

Share one with every fairy

Make sure no-one misses

CLUE #3

Behind a window curtain

Is a bag of Fairy Gold

Give a piece to every fairy

Under 6 years old

CLUE #4

Take a look behind the door

And find some pinky bars

Give one to each fairy

You’ll find them in a vase

CLUE#5
On a little windowsill
You’ll find a little box
Inside are some sunglasses

For each fairy so she rocks
CLUE #6
Hiding behind small doors

Are magic fairy lipgloss wands

Give one to every fairy

And put some lipgloss on

CLUE #7
Fairies all stand up now
Hold hands all together

Dance round in a circle

Three times if you’re clever

CLUE #8

Now all the little fairies

Have their fairy treasure

It’s time to say the magic words

And dance around with pleasure

We’ve finally reached the present

So just say the magic words

“Happy Birthday Fairy!”

The parcel can now be hers!
